English Lit. – Topic – Summary writing 

What is a summary? It is a fairly restatement – In your own words of the contents of a passage. Strictly speaking, you simply report back what the other writer has said. It is not your job to make value judgements about the rightness or ‘wrongness’ of what (s) he says. While it is hard to give concrete guidelines for length, many good summaries are about ¼ to 1/3 of the length of the original. 

What are the steps in writing summary?

1). Read through the whole piece, carefully. Annotate (underline, highlight, asterisk, star, flag things; comment in margins) as you read., 2) When you finish, look back for the one or two sentences that state the author’s main points. Write them down or place some special annotation in the margin of your book. This is the article’s thesis statement., 3) Reread the selection, dividing it into sections of thought. Each section may be one paragraph, but, more likely, each section will in corporate several paragraphs. Referring to the instructions given to you for tips on how to write a summary -  Read the following stories and poems of anthology of short stories and whispers of immortality and write down  their summaries-
