You have studied in the initial chapters of your book that natural ecosystems are important for the survival of all living things. But these natural ecosystems are getting destroyed or disturbed by the use of synthetic materials, generation of huge quantities of toxic pollutants and their unplanned and unscientific disposal on land, water and air. Let us try to discover this summer how natural dyes can be made and used at home.


Use natural dyes to dye any cotton fabric. To make the dye, chop some beetroots and boil them in a pan of water with a teaspoon of salt until the dye comes out. Soak your cloth in the dye for an hour. Take it out and dry it in a shady place.


For making green dye you can use spinach and for making brown dye use tea or coffee. Turmeric powder, henna, etc can also be used as dyes. You can also tie up your cloth and make tie and dye patterns using these natural dyes. Arrange all these ieces of fabric in a file folder.
